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	SAMARITAN GRANT GUIDANCE

	The Samaritan Grant provides funds to assist people in immediate need. A grant is made available to front line agencies -social work professionals, charitable and community groups – that are working directly with people in need and that have the expertise to assess need, offer welfare rights advice and distribute hardship grants on the charity’s behalf.



	The aim is to provide help at crucial times to people in immediate financial need that cannot be met from any other source. Grants can be made to people in severe need, in particular when personal and financial circumstances are deleteriously affected by age, physical and mental ill health or disability. Beneficiaries can include hospital in-patients, people in the community and those without access to public funds.



	The fund can be used to provide any essential item including:

	· Food, toiletries, bedding, clothing and footwear

· Household equipment such as cooking utensils, crockery, towels 

· Essential appliances 

· Emergency repairs and decoration to make accommodation habitable

· Special medical aids, equipment and services not available from statutory sources

· Emergency respite breaks 

· Fares to hospital attendance or appointments related to treatment (within the UK only)

· One off vocational training short courses and equipment (therapeutic purposes)

· Transitional child care (one-off payments, time limited to a maximum of 2 weeks)



	Our trustees will consider needs on a case by case basis. If there is any uncertainty as to whether or not the request is eligible you can contact us to discuss the matter further.



	The fund must NOT be used for:

	· Items and services it is the duty of statutory agencies to provide

· when public and private funds are available

· Debts, arrears, fees or contracts (including credit cards, utilities and rent deposits)

· Funeral expenses

· Alcohol, cigarettes and any other addictive substance



	It is expected that the fund will mostly be used to provide small payments to help people out in an emergency. You will have the discretion to make grants of up to £250 in any one individual case; requests over £250 must be referred to the London Catalyst office. 



	To apply complete and return the application form to the London Catalyst office. We will then contact you to verify some details and may visit to discuss the application in more detail. Applications are considered at the trustee’s quarterly meetings throughout the year. If applying for the first time, request a realistic figure that matches your experience of working with clients in the greatest need. This will help you to prioritize use of the grant and enable you to administer the grant effectively. Grants range from £500 to £1,500.



	Before applying discuss the grant with your colleagues. If successful you must nominate someone within the team, and a deputy, to administer the grant –social worker, administrator or finance officer. The process is simple but record keeping is essential to show the money is allocated in line with our grants criteria.



	If reapplying you can do so whilst still holding a balance of funds not greater than 15% of the original grant. No future applications can be considered until a completed monitoring form is received.
